Digital currency era

crypto currency, the latest digital currency has become a sensation 
among many investors with its slew of attractions. However, like all 
digital businesses, crypto has also many risk factors. The author 
points out them in the article
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CRYPTOCURRENCY is a 
digital form of currency used 
as a medium of exchange 
through computer network. 

Each transaction of this currency 
is recorded and stored in database 
using distributed ledger technology 
which is a consensus of replicated, 
shared and synchronized digital data 

geographically spread across multiple 
sites and countries and institutions 
which works using Block chain 
technology. Cryptocurrencies are 
not regulated by any governments 
or institutions. The transaction of 
cryptocurrencies is facilitated by 
person/ group of persons called 
“nodes” using high speed computers

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and high speed internet network. The 
nodes of said crypto currency supports 
transactions either by relaying transactions 
, validation of transaction or hosting copy of 
blockchain network. When a node facilitates 
transactions and maintain ledger of 
transactions, the node will earn crypto asset 
based on the volume and performance and 
the process is called “Mining”.

Different Cryptos 
First Cryptocurrency “BITCOIN” was 

launched in 2009 under the name “Satoshi 
Nakamoto”, whose personal identity is not 
known to the world, though some believe 
it is a group of people or may be a single 

individual. Currently Nakamoto owns 
7,50,000-to-11,00,000-bit coins which 
makes Nakamoto’s worth 73 billion dollars. 
Since then many Crypto Currencies , about 
4000 are launched, popular among them 
are Bitcoin, Ethereum, Ripple, Eos, Cardano, 
Litecoin , Stellar , Neo etc.

What is the difference between crypto 
currency and normal currency?

Currency is a form of exchange issued 
by government of a country in the form 
of notes or coins, which are transacted 
in its face value in the jurisdiction of 
issuing country. Take an example of Indian 
currency, Reserve bank of India issues notes 
or coins in different denomination with a 
promise that the bearer of the particular 

note / coin will be paid a sum of Rupee 
as printed on the Note / coin and it is 
signed by the governor of RBI. Most of the 
countries back their currencies with reserve 
of gold in physical form, which means 
when a currency is issued the central bank 
would maintain a reserve of gold equaling 
the value of the currency issued. So, 
theoretically whenever a person / persons 
surrender currency to RBI then this reserve 
gold will be liquidated to pay off the value 
.That is what is called gold reserve of a 
country. In case of Cryptocurrency , there 
is no such reserve and hence the holder of 
crypto assets has no guarantee of getting its

Indian Contest
Indian government had put a 

blanket ban on crypto currency 
tractions earlier, but it is believed 
that 7 million Indians have invested 
around 1 billion dollars (78000 cr) 
in cryto currencies. As a first step 
towards regulation, Government had 

made it mandatory for all corporates 
and individuals to report Crypto 
currency holding and transactions 
made. This is done to control the 
black money transactions. In the 
union budget, a transaction tax 
@1% and capital gain tax @ 30% 
were imposed on Crypto currency 
transaction and profits respectively. 
Government also announced that it 
will launch its Crypto currency soon 

which would first of its 
kind in the world.

Crypto currency 
Trading 
environment 

There is 
uncertainty in 
valuation of Crypto 
currencies, one 
statement of big 
supporter of crypto 
currency like Elon 
Musk who said 

he would not accept payment in 
cryptocurrency for buying Tesla cars 
makes crypto currency market wipe 
out 365 billion investors’ money, as 
market crashed 12 %. Bit coin moved 
from 1500 $ levels to 65000 $ 
level in a span of few months which 
makes Cryptocurrency investments 
extremely risky. A person can make 
and loose a fortune in span of 
few days and no government can 
control or regulate the volatility. No 
government has knowledge of details 
of investments done in Crypto assets. 
Some believe the terror funding is 
done using crypto assets. 

What the future holds 
Cryptocurrencies are going to be 

part of our lives in future, one has to 
be extremely careful while dealing 
with them as it is not legal in India, 
Valuations are volatile and there is no 
clarity and Guarantee of recovering 
its value in case of liquidation.

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Availment of Input Tax Credit
Section 16(2)(aa) –  Changes in 

conditions for taking input tax credit – 
Transaction in GSTR-2A/2B – Mandatory

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is less: Provided further that where 
the detained or seized goods are 
perishable or hazardous in nature 
or are likely to depreciate in value 
with passage of time, the said period 
of fifteen days may be reduced by 
the proper officer. Post the above-
mentioned Amendment only the 
penalty amount needs to be paid in 
order to release the goods whereas 
the tax amount would be paid 
through GSTR-3B.

The Penalty amount has now 
been increased to 200% of the Tax 
payable (from earlier 100%) [in case 
owner comes forward for payment 
of Penalty] and where the owner of 
the goods does not come forward 
for payment of such penalty, the 
penalty would be higher of 50% of 
the value of the goods or 200% of 
the tax payable on such goods. Sec. 
129(6) so inserted has brought in 
the Provisions that where Penalty is 
and not paid within 15 days of the 
receipt of order, the seized goods/
Conveyance will be disposed off 
for recovery of penalty amount. 

However, seized conveyance can be 
released on payment of penalty of 
Rs. 1 Lac or Penalty, whichever is 
less. 

Section 130 – Confiscation of 
goods or conveyances and levy of 
penalty (Finance Act,2021 – Section 
118) Section 130 has been modified 
so as to no longer override any 
other provision of the Act. The 
proceedings of confiscation and 
the penalty proceedings due to 
detention of goods stand delinked 
through the Amendment. Minimum 
Penalty equivalent to 100% of the 
tax payable on such goods has now 
been Prescribed through the Finance 
Act, 2021.

Diversified investment

county. RBI regulates the Issue and supply 
of Indian Rupee. The RBI monitors the 
various factors in the economy and takes 
regulatory actions to maintain a healthy 
economy

RBI announces its policy at least 4 
times in a year.The monetary policy states 
the use of financial instruments under the 
control of the Reserve Bank of India to 
standardise magnitudes such as availability 
of credit, interest rates, and money supply 
to achieve the ultimate objective of 
economic policy mentioned in the Reserve 
Bank of India Act, 1934.

In this article, the author points out Reserve Bank of 
India’s role in maintaining a sustainable and balanced 
economy in the country by various economic measures 
and activities

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We need to understand several tools 
used by RBI know how policy initiatives 
affect our lives.

a)	 PLR: Prime Lending Rate is the 
basic reference interest rates set by banks 
to fix the floating interest rates on loans . 
PLR is the rate fixed by individual banks on 
basis of the rates available to them from 
RBI

b)	 CRR : Cash Reserve Ratio is the 
percentage of cash a bank has to maintain 
as reserves as against banks total deposits. 
For example if a bank receives a deposit 
of say 1000 and CRR is 10 % , then it can 
advance only 900/- as loan to customers.

c)	 SLR : Statutory Liquidity Ratio 
popularly called SLR is the minimum 
percentage of deposits that the commercial 
bank maintains through gold, cash and 
other securities. However, these deposits 
are maintained by the banks themselves 
and not with the RBI or Reserve Bank of 
India. Current SLR in India – 18.00%

d)	 MCLR : Marginal Cost Of Funds 

The lending rates

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Based Lending rate refers to minimum rate 
below which a bank cannot lend

e)	 REPO RATE :Repo rate is the rate 
of interest charged by RBI to bank when 
they borrow money from RBI.

f )	 REVERSE REPO RATE : is the rate 
of interest RBI gives on cash deposits by 
commercial banks 

g)	 OMO : Open Market Operations  
are those which involves Buying and selling 
of Government Security Bonds to absorb or 
infuse liquidity in the financial system

How the banks work? Banks accept 
deposits from its customers, giving an 
interest to depositors and lend the money to 
those customers who need money for their 
various needslike,buying assets like house, 
car etc. or to a business house who need 
working capitaletc to run its business. The 
lending rates will always be above deposits 
rates and the difference is the profit for 
the bank. Now these rates are dependent 
on various tools mentioned above. For 
example, when RBI increased the repo rate 
recently the lending rates increased. 

Now if RBI increases the CRR and SLR 
the cash available with banks will reduce 
and to service the deposit interest with a 
lower surplus fund available with bank after 
complying with CRR and SLR, the interest 
rates will increase and vice versa. This also 
controls the money supply in the system. 
If CRR is reduced the banks will have more 
funds and they will be forced to lend more 
to service the deposit interest rates and also 
the operating costs of the bank .

RBI constantly monitors the money 
supply, inflation, rupee value, foreign 
institutional investment  etc and uses 
its tools to regulate the money supply , 
lending rates, deposit rates etc to maintain 
the economy stable. If it detects a high 

inflation, it reduces the money supply and 
thereby reducing the purchasing power 
of buyers which results in weakening of 
demand  and ultimately reduction in prices. 
Same way if economy seems to slow down 
RBI releases more money by reducing 
CRR ,SLR, Repo Rates and OPMetc  which 
helps borrowers to take more credit from 
banks at cheaper lending rates there by 
increasing the profitability of the businesses 
. The profits thus made are redeployed in 
the economy, which create more jobs or 
increase purchasing power for citizens. 
SimilarlyWhen the RBI wants to increase the 
money supply in the economy, it purchases 
the government securities from the market 
and it sells government securities to suck 
out liquidity from the system.

Common man and traders can follow 
the announcements of RBI in its quarterly 
monetary policies and infer the direction of 
the economy and prices of commodities.

As a general assessment of 
any country, following key 
parameters are vital for 
the growth in any start-up 
ecosystem.Fortunately, India 
is growing positively on all 
five fronts

1.Founders, founding 
team and availability of right 
talent

directly coming out of 
premier institutions taking 
up professional roles in 

these companies. The 
ecosystem has given a 
confidence for these talents 
to take a plunge and make 
it happen. In the bargain, 
they are also ready to 
experiment and the failure 
of these new companies is 
also not stopping them to 
move ahead. The number 
of engineers that India 
produces is a well known 
fact and start-ups are 
absorbing them in large 
numbers, also leading 
to start-up ecosystem 
addressing the need for 
quality jobs in India.

With the right idea 
and team, there is a 
confidence that you can 
making it happen since the 
overall atmosphere is very 
conducive. These innovative 
ideas have created 
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successful start ups in many sectors

3. Investors 
Indian start-ups snagged record 

investments of up to $3.5 billion across 
130 deals through January marking a 
decadal high amid a downturn in global 
markets, signalling sustained investor 
interest in the country's booming start-up 
ecosystem.

The brisk pace, which has seen over 
four deals a day and over $115 million 
in daily inflows in disclosed deal value — 
according to data collated exclusively by 
Economic Times.

The total disclosed deal value in 
January is six times higher than the same 
month last year, which saw 75 deals with 
disclosed value of $600 million while in 
January 2020, Indian start-ups sealed 65 
deals with disclosed value of $1 billion, the 
data shows. Overall, there is a very strong 
investor interest at all phases of start-up 
and it’s the right time to capitalize. 

4.Internet penetration and Digitization: 
Digitization is transforming India 

at an unprecedented level. The level of 
progress made in last few years is really 
encouraging. Certain statistics will help us 
to understand this.

5. Policy support
Over the last five years, the 

government has been an active facilitator 
for the entire start-up ecosystem. The 
liberalisation in relation to one-person 
companies (OPCs) is expected to help 
young start-ups and innovators with 
limited funds formalise their businesses 
at an early stage. Apart from that, there 
is also a one-year extension of the tax 
holiday . The capital gains exemption 
for investment has also been extended. 

Another important initiative by the 
government is the Start-up India Seed 
Fund Scheme with a corpus of INR945 
crore (USD131 million). It is aimed at 
providing financial assistance for proof of 
concept, prototype development, product 
trials, market entry and commercialisation.  
The social security for the gig workers is 
an important social reform for the vast 
population working on flexible contracts. 
In an attempt to lower the compliance 
burden, the finance minister also proposed 
to revise the definition of small companies 
under the Companies Act, 2013 by 
increasing their capitalisation threshold 
from not exceeding INR50 lakh (USD69 
thousand) to not exceeding INR2 crore 
(USD0.3 million) and turnover from not 
exceeding INR2 crore (USD0.3 million) 
to not exceeding INR20 crore (USD2.7 
million)

Looking Forward…
Post pandemic, the focus for India 

seems to be on strengthening the digital 
infrastructure within key sectors such as 
healthcare education,logistics,mobility 
alongside ensuring employment generation 
in manufacturing and infrastructure. 
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The Indian start-up ecosystem must 
develop solutions that allow businesses in 
these key sectors to achieve the goals of 
national importance. Interestingly, India 
is well placed with adequate undeployed 
capital within angel investors, venture 
capitalists (VCs), private equities (PEs) 
and Indian family offices. This presents 
Indian entrepreneurs with an attractive 
opportunity to be both innovative and 
creative in their ideas, with the assurance 
that funding is apparently less of a 
constraint. Start-ups that survived 2020 
are also currently enjoying the renewed 
confidence of the investors.

In 2021, Indian VCs believe that deal 
flow will continue to be robust as global 
funds remain keen to invest in the Indian 
start-up ecosystem. Indian investors have 

indicated in various interactions that they 
will continue to bet on sectors such as 
e-commerce, ed-tech, fintech and SaaS, 
with certain future-ready sectors such 
as space-tech and agri-tech also seeing 
greater interest. Consolidation in India’s 
tech ecosystem, an increase in mergers 
and acquisitions and a rise in IPOs are 
predicted for 2021. Deep-tech and new 
start-up hubs are expected to continue to 
grow at a 40–45 per cent CAGR. 

In conclusion
Certain proactive measures, such 

as augmenting physical infrastructure, 
enabling technology adoption for blended 
learning/skilling, fast-tracking policy 
implementation, and streamlining the 
skilling ecosystem would be critical to help 
further growth of the start-up ecosystem. 
This can be achieved by:

1.	 To continue having support 
of investors from India and across the 
world, the Indian start-up ecosystem 
needs to have a strong focus on corporate 
governance and full transparency in 
all statutory compliances. With recent 
example of BharatPe, this is well 
illustrated that corporate governance and 
professional conduct of founders is of 
prime importance.

2.	 Focusing more on the ease of 
doing business; a lot has been done but 
more support is needed so that founders 
can concentrate on core business rather 
than the bureaucracy around it

3.	 Upgrading the R&D infrastructure 
and curriculums in education institutions 
to make students ready for the digital 
world

4.	 Strengthening the domestic 
financing ecosystem — banks, VCs, 
institutions, use of pension funds, etc.

5.	 Allowing the listing of domestic 
companies overseas

6.	 Reducing the compliance burden 
under domestic tax regulations, labour 
laws, corporate laws, etc.
